Summary of Rulemaking Action:
As part of the FY23 Budget signed by Governor McKee, EOHHS is requiredto provide Medicaid
coverage to all children that are residents of Rhode Islandwho would otherwise be eligible for
Medicaid but for their immigration status(effective July 1, 2022) . This regulation has been
amendedto reflect these changes.

The Agency does not expect this filing to be controversial and therefore, a public
hearing will not be held.

Office of Health and Human Services will file the Amendment and the Final Rule will
take effect on this date.
